26 they can seem good, and nice enough, and make their physical appear-
ances beautiful, but pride and self corrupt the whole any way. After we
are saved we still have that old nature, despite the fact that we also
have been given the new nature as well.

The only way to be filled wholly with the Divine nature by the
Holy Spirit, and to be empowered spiritually, is by way of the Cross. We
must agree to a life of utter denial of the self life, we must embrace the
death of the Cross. Then and only then can the might of the Lord free
us from the wicked power of the natural life. This is what Romans
chapter seven is all about, the struggle of the carnal Christian. God
cannot empower the self life because it is evil, whether we realise this
fully or not! God must bring us to the end of ourselves, yield to His
work in you.

“Let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily,
                                       and follow me.” Luke 9:23.

I read somewhere about the words Teneo et Tenem - “I hold and
am held.” It has the meaning of “I bear and am borne.” I must bear
the Cross, but I will only be able to do this because I am borne by
Christ my Beloved Companion and Lord.

CHRIST SAID “FOLLOW ME!”
Christ and He alone must be our sphere of living.
No use seeking to be a victorious Christian without wanting and

loving Him supremely. We are to follow Him, to let Him be our Shep-
herd and Master wherever He leads, He is the leader we just follow
humbly. The whole world is under the sway of Satan our enemy and
Christ Jesus is His ultimate foe! When we are in Christ we are the
deadly enemies of the devil, we are part of the One Who he hates
above all else. The Son of God is the loathed adversary of Lucifer the
fallen arch-angel.

The “whole armour of God” illustration in Ephesians 6:13-16 is a
well-known passage.

doctrinally speaking. There are those who do not understand the reality
of the “double cure” for sin, and even oppose the Bible teaching on
these truths through lack of proper doctrinal preaching in our day. This
is a great loss to the Body of Christ, but it is a general trend amongst
the saved ones of God in the 21st century. The general trend amongst
Bible-based Christians is to embrace the first part of the “double cure”
and reject the second half.

Beauty for Ashes proclaims the glory
of the double cure in all its fullness.

Let us delve deeply into the Word of God and establish clearly what the
Lord has decreed for His Church, and what are His divine intentions for
us all. Someone said recently that I was only trying to lead people into
my own experience through Beauty for Ashes, that is not so, I am
sharing with my readers the New Divine Life teachings of the Living
Word of God. This is good news for all of us, no one is exempt, this is
for every child of God saved by the blood of Christ.

THE DOUBLE CURE IS:
Saved by Grace from the punishment of sin;
Saved by Grace alone from the power of the sin nature .

We should understand that we are saved from the punishment of sin by
God’s Grace, no works are allowed, we are not under law in any way to
be redeemed. (See my booklet The Efficacy of the Blood of Christ).
By this Grace we are saved completely, nothing else needed.

We should grasp just as fully that Christians should be saved also
from the power of the old nature to pull us down into sin, on and on,
every day failing. This salvation is by Grace alone, no works at all
allowed, God will not accept your efforts to be “good”, He will only
accept the New Divine Life lived out through you by Christ indwelling
you. The Lord wants to give you abundant life, fill your empty vessel

25have the glory of two hearts and two lives becoming One in Christ.
Now I have trusted Him for the crucified life and the fullness of His
righteousness and entered in, His Presence is so astounding that He
gives me unbroken fellowship all day, He has taken possession of me
in a manner I would never have thought possible in this life on earth.
Let your abandonment to Christ be ABSOLUTE.

Believers may be sure of salvation being in Christ alone as He is
their Saviour. Then they think they must go it alone for their Christian
lives after that, not realizing that the whole life as well as the death is
Christ Jesus as well. ALL is given by God through Jesus Christ, he is to
be our Saviour from sin, our Beloved Shepherd always close, handling
everything for us, pouring into us power over the old Adam life and the
righteousness of His own Life, providing all as a gift of Grace. Your job
is to rest, believe God and receive. The Lord will accept nothing from
you, just as He did not accept your good works when you were born
again. Tell Jesus you want absolute abandonment to Him, nothing less.
Do you really want with all your heart and soul to be free from every
sin, or are you happy enough to sin a bit every day? Be honest. Jesus
will only fill you with His life if you want to be saved from sin abso-
lutely. If you can’t stand to grieve God one second longer by repeating
those “little” sins habitually.

WHY WON’T GOD EMPOWER
THE OLD ADAM LIFE?

People often cannot see why they must yield to the Cross of
crucifixion. The Bible statement “I have been crucified with Christ”
makes little sense to them.

What does it all mean?
Why do we have to submit to the Cross?

Mankind is out-of-alignment with all that is of God and the realm
of God. The life of man has lost its high situation which was held in
the Garden of Eden prior to the Fall. We naturally have a nature that is
darkened. All that is ungodly has become to the natural man attractive
and pleasurable. The fact that men are alienated from their Creator, that
they are in agony inside, that they are wretched and dangerously evil
they do not comprehend. Oh, unsaved people can put on a great act,
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with righteousness, joy and love, and unveil the riches of grace in
Christ Jesus through you.
                    THE DOUBLE CURE.
Augustus M. Toplady wrote these wonderful words in 1776:

“Rock of Ages, cleft for me,
 Let me hide, myself in Thee;
Let the water and the blood,

 From Thy wounded side which flowed,
Be of sin the double cure,

 Save from wrath and made me pure.”
John Wesley wrote in the preface of a book of hymns
             for the Lord’s Supper:

“O Rock of Salvation,
  Rock struck and cleft for me,

Let those two Streams of Blood and Water
 Which gushed from Thy side,

Bring down Pardon and Holiness to my soul.”

24 sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the
law, but under grace.” Romans 6:12-14.

Yes, we will grow IN Grace, we will grow to “bear much fruit” if
we abide in Christ fully. God will show us areas of our life we had no
idea about, uncover hidden pockets that displease Him, as we go on “in
Grace.”  He will “prune” us as we abide in the Vine.

But He never tolerates known sin indulged in wilfully and lightly
thought of. “Oh, so I did it again, let me claim 1 John 1:9. Oh, I have
such a bad habit of getting angry and peevish. But I guess that shows I
am only human.” No, expect and let God give victory over all sin. Bring
even every thought into obedience to Christ, not some day or never,
but now:

“Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth
itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity
every thought to the obedience of Christ;” 2 Corinthians 10:5.

CHRIST JESUS IS OUR
WHOLE LIFE OF VICTORY.

The Lord Jesus Christ is the whole of the abundant life, Himself!
The Christian life can be awfully difficult for us simply because

we want our own wills, our own lives, the plans and works are all our
own, to do what we think and desire. We can want Jesus to be there
for us when things are a bit too much, or to bless us when we get
down. Our attitude can be proud not humble, and we treat Jesus Christ
the Lord as though He is there to be at our good pleasure. This will
never do - we are to be totally given up to His will and His disposal. We
must want a very deep relationship with Him as Lord of our lives, a real
relationship of closeness of purpose and meekness on our part. If you
are truly and fully surrendered to Christ as your life and you enter into
the victorious life, you will be amazed that you ever thought you were
really surrendered to Him before!

Many believers have no idea how close the relationship with
Jesus can be! How do I know? Talking with them, understanding that
few Christians speak of Jesus as though He were their constant
Companion. I know because I lived with a great knowledge of the
Presence of Christ and loved Him dearly for decades, yet I did NOT



6 LET US GO DEEPER.
  How is the sin nature controlled?
This is the question, answered by certain well-meaning leaders today
who will not accept the clear teaching of the Word.
They say we can:

•  Partially control the sin nature by rules and regulations;
•  They turn back to the law in order to do this;
•  They teach that the sin nature can never really be overcome,

but we can only put up with the constant “civil war” between the Spirit
and the flesh. Always living in failure, always living in 1John 1:9.

THE BIBLE, however, gives astonishing promises of deliverance
from the power of the old Adam nature of sin, all because of the Cross
and the Life of Christ. How does God say the sin nature
                         is controlled and conquered?
BY THE CROSS, THROUGH THE HOLY SPIRIT. We need to enter right
into this provision of God, not dismissing it as something you do not
understand, or you don’t agree with, or that is a mere doctrinal teach-
ing with no reality to it! This teaching is the open door into the
abundant life, the triumphant life, into the only victory possible for the
Christian to experience. It is the ONLY WAY through Christ to live
according to the purpose and Word of God.

The quality of the Christians’ daily lives needs desperately to be
improved!  Carnality, coldness towards others and formality cannot be
made better by pushing more rules of conduct upon them. If these sad
members of the Body of Christ are not willing inside to do the will of
God, God is surely not going to be satisfied if they put on an outside
way of life and conduct, and obey only externally. God always looks on
the heart.

Do you realise, dear Christian, that God offers to so change the
desires of your heart that you will be transformed inside, and that He
will empower this change so that you can enter into a complete fulfil-
ment of these wonder-filled, God-created desires? The law cannot do
anything like that, it can work no change in the real you inside. The
“law” is any action that seeks to control the old nature by rules, and to
create a righteous new nature by self-effort. Even “with God’s help” this
is pointless, only the Spirit can bring enabling power to change the
very desires of the heart.

23The OLD NATURE has already been dealt with, reckon it dead. Some
will say that we should yield bits and pieces of the old nature as
various sins, faults and desires come up, thus we “progressively” are
sanctified. This is why so many have never experienced sanctification
by Grace, the new life fully given in power over sin, because they are
only partially surrendered at any given time! ALL sin should be dealt
with immediately by the Holy Spirit, everything He shows as we come
into the light fully must be abandoned, no exceptions. Some say that
usually sins are dealt with by God individually, over the whole life
period. Here a temper, there a cross unkind word, today a grudge held
in unforgiveness, tomorrow a lie. No, no, this is why there is no victory
over sin and the supernatural life is never made a reality, abundant life
cannot be ours if we try this “piecemeal” compromise. Some say the
Holy Spirit does not reveal all unclaimed territory at once - this is a
serious error. The crisis should come when every sin is abandoned, the
faults are all confessed and every desire is brought into captivity to
Christ, every thought and intent of the heart is brought.

Say to the Lord:
“I will never sin again! Make this a reality in my life. Sin is an abomina-
tion to You, I want deliverance!” This should be the intention of your
heart. He will deliver you from the power of sin.

“Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the
body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not
serve sin. For he that is dead is freed from sin.
Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live
with him: Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth
no more; death hath no more dominion over him. For in that he
died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto
God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto
sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

    Romans 6:6-11.
“Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should
obey it in the lusts thereof. Neither yield ye your members as
instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves
unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your
members as instruments of righteousness unto God. For
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  The law is in OPPOSITION to pure Grace.

We understand this when we look at being Justified by Grace
alone, God will not accept any works of the human being at all!
But, this is also true when we seek to live the Christian life whilst on
earth. God will not accept any works from you at all in order for you to
be made righteous and to walk before Him in obedience. We cannot
exist in a relationship with a holy God if we insist that we can do good,
improve our old nature, grow better all the time, and discipline our-
selves into becoming “good” people. The principle of pure Grace
demands that the Lord recognises no human merit at all. Law is
always about human merit.
“If you do this or that, God will bless you” is law.
“Only receive humbly, God is willing to give” is Grace.
God wants you to receive righteousness, to be filled by His Grace with
New Life to the full, and live in utter dependence upon the indwelling
Christ to be everything to you. No works allowed.

DO YOU UNDERSTAND RIGHTEOUSNESS?
The Bible’s teaching about what constitutes “righteousness” as

God sees it is imperative for the modern Christian to understand.
Everywhere we are looking now we see LAW for living, LAW for be-
coming righteous. Try harder, pray harder, improve yourself, God will
help you to be better, are the axioms. Few teachings that we can live
lives well-pleasing to God only by the provisions of Grace, pure Grace,
are being taught. Let us look carefully at the Bible’s teaching on right-
eousness now.

GOD’S RIGHTEOUSNESS.
•  God’s righteousness is unchanging and unchangeable. Romans

3:25-26. His righteousness is perfect, forever, infinite, without end, in
everything He is and does.

•  It is totally beyond the scope of God for Him to ever turn
from His righteousness, not even as a “shadow” of turning.

“Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh
down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness,

22 to merely put on a churchy façade and obey laws in the power of the
carnal nature as a way to become holy.  Anything that is detrimental
to the name of Christ before the assembled Body should be corrected
by leaders of churches, who are under shepherds to Christ. Similar
matters exist in society in general under civil government. We have
civil laws that have to be adhered to, although we are in liberty.
Hebrews 13: 7, 17.

“Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is,
there is liberty.” 2 Corinthians 3:17.

THE BIBLE SHOWS US HOW GOD WORKS.
The transformation through Grace alone that occurs when we

are fully surrendered to the indwelling Christ is understood by the mind
of Christians through the written Word. We cooperate with God’s trans-
forming work; we are never treated as mere robots. Let us think deeply
about this, and realize once more that the Bible is the mirror and the
Spirit’s instrument. We look into the mirror and we see ourselves as we
are, then we can agree with God about ourselves and agree to God’s
“pruning process.” Christians are branches of the Living Vine; God
needs to prune us so that we will bear much fruit. John chapter 15
speaks of “abiding” in Christ the Vine.

EXPERIENTIAL SANCTIFICATION involves free-will surren-
der to God every day. The abundance often begins with a crisis, when
the full abandonment to the Lord’s dealings happens for the first time.
Being by Grace one cannot “grow” into this instantaneous salvation
from the power of sin. Once “in Grace” the believer grows, but no one
can grow by Grace if they are not “in Grace.” A mixture of trying hard
and discipline of the natural life cannot co-exist with righteousness by
Grace as a gift, any more than salvation initially can be a mixture of
trying hard, reforming oneself to earn favour with God, AND Grace
through Christ’s Blood. Take the gift of righteousness and deliverance
from the power of sin from God, but don’t insult His mercy and kind-
ness by adding “works” from your own nature, the flesh. Realise that in
you dwells no good thing, you are corrupt through and through in
God’s eyes. And He has the right perspective, we certainly don’t.

Christians should yield ALL of the old nature right away to the
Lord, to bring about the death of the Cross which is already ours.
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•  He cannot look on sin or abide with it in any shape or form.

By God’s standards of righteousness His providing of a substitute, the
Lamb of God which taketh away the sin of the world, was the only way
to satisfy His love and mercy in saving the sinner. The sinner was
condemned and guilty, God wanted to save him in His mercy, but He
could not do so without contradicting and denying His own righteous-
ness which is unchangeable and unchanging. The sinner was hopeless,
helpless unable to do anything about His plight, but the righteous, Just
God, can through Christ cause whosoever believeth to bypass all con-
demnation: John 3:18; 5:24; Romans 8:1; 1 Corinthians 11:32.

Men must understand that an unchangingly righteous God
cannot allow His holiness to be lessened by His saving the sinful by
any “works” of their own sinful selves, or by any “reform” they might
instigate.

THE RIGHTEOUSNESS OF MAN IN HIMSELF.
The righteousness of Mankind is revealed by the Word of God to be:

•  “as filthy rags” Isaiah 64:6.
•  Romans 3:9-18 gives us the completed, no argument allowed,

finality about the “righteousness” of Mankind:
“What then? are we better than they? No, in no wise: for we have
before proved both Jews and Gentiles, that they are all under sin;

As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one: There is
none that understandeth, there is none that seeketh after God.
They are all gone out of the way, they are together become
unprofitable; there is none that doeth good, no, not one. Their
throat is an open sepulchre; with their tongues they have used
deceit; the poison of asps is under their lips: Whose mouth is
full of cursing and bitterness: Their feet are swift to shed blood:
Destruction and misery are in their ways: And the way of peace
have they not known: There is no fear of God before their eyes.”

Society may erect certain standards to live by, unsaved man may
consider himself to be “good”, but we are all condemned by the un-
changing righteousness of God, we are lost because of God’s stand-
ards not society’s ethics. After we are born again the nature of man,
the old Adam nature, is unchanged, there is no hope for any improve-

213. THE LAW OF LOVE.
The liberty of the Christian must always be conditioned upon love for
others. For an example, you are free to choose whether you buy a meal
in an RSL restaurant or not. Your friend is with you who does not
believe this is right; they object to war and see no honour in any
“godless” wars at all. They object to the Poker machines in the adjoin-
ing building. Love will not insist on your personal freedom but will
freely yield to the conscience of another out of concern.
“But take heed lest by any means this liberty of yours become a
stumbling block to them that are weak….Wherefore, if meat make my
brother to offend, I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I
make my brother to offend.” 1 Corinthians 8:8-13.

“To them that are without law, as without law, (being not without
law to God, but under the law to Christ,) that I might gain them
that are without law. To the weak became I as weak, that I might
gain the weak: I am made all things to all men, that I might by all
means save some.” 1 Corinthians 9:21-22.
“The expression is peculiar and might be literally rendered, ‘not
lawless toward God, but inlawed to Christ.’ It is another way of
saying, ‘not under law, but under [the rule of] grace’
Romans 6:14.” (Scofield study notes).

CHURCH ORDER.
Although individual Christians are not under any domination of

persons or laws of any kind for personal growth, the pastor of a church
must keep things correct. When the assembled Body of Christ meets
for worship and study there must be decent orderliness. There are rules
for church assemblies to keep the way of the worship service reason-
able. It would be unfitting if people could just call out or interject, no
one would hear the sermon. There is peace and decency when there is
an order of service, first prayer, then hymns, communion, time for
collection et cetera. The preacher gives instruction from the Word
showing the believers Bible passages which God wants us to obey in
the power of the Holy Spirit. We are to cooperate with the Lord; He
never treats us as like androids.

However, the Christian as a person is in liberty, God wants us to
agree to be transformed by the indwelling Christ. He does not want us



9ment in us apart from God’s abundant provisions in the New Creation,
Christ in us.

THE IMPUTED RIGHTEOUSNESS OF CHRIST JESUS.
God does not accept in any way man’s righteousness, even after

we are born again. God has imputed all of the sin of Adam and his
offspring to Christ Jesus, all humans are lost sinners, Christ bore our
Sin upon the Cross of Calvary. He became Sin for us, as the Serpent
on the pole.  John 3: 14, 15; Romans 5:12-21; Hebrews 12:2; 2 Cor. 5:21.

All the righteousness of Christ Jesus our Lord is imputed to the
believer simply on the exercise of Faith in Him. The believer is “in
Christ” and is in vital union with Him. God sees us, in Christ, as being
as Perfect as He is, as a living part of His own Son. To the Father the
saved one is as acceptable as the Son of God, and we are made the
very righteousness of God in Him:

“Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ
unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no differ-
ence:” Romans 3:22.
“For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we
might be made the righteousness of God in him.” 2 Corinthians 5:21.

The redeemed are made complete in Christ and perfect forever.
Praise God! This is our position in Heaven, we do not experience
this whilst on earth, it is our legal standing because of what Christ
has done and what Christ is.
       We can never lose this standing of Perfection imputed.

“By the which will we are sanctified through the offering
of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. And every priest
standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacri-
fices, which can never take away sins: But this man, after he had
offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right
hand of God; From henceforth expecting till his enemies be
made his footstool. For by one offering he hath perfected
for ever them that are sanctified.” Hebrews 10: 10-14.

“Justification is more than forgiveness, since forgiveness is
the cancellation of sin, while justification is the imputing of
righteousness. Forgiveness is negative (the removal of condem-
nation), while justification is positive (the bestowing of merit and

20 walk in Christ.
“Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are ye now
made perfect by the flesh?” Galatians 3:3.

Even carnal Christians are not called by God to submit to rules
and laws pushed upon them by legalism. They are called to become
normal Christians, to surrender to the Lord and be filled with the Life of
Christ. No rule of government can change the believer inside, and God
looks on the heart. He calls to the carnal, “let me mold the desires of
your heart. Then you will have liberty, because you will be doing My
will because you love to do so!” God raises standards He does not
lower them. To “obey” when the real desires of the heart are opposing
is like acting out a part on stage, it is not real, it is acting in hypocrisy.

Please note a counterfeit:
Satanic religion has a motto “Do as thou wilt shall be the whole

law.” Here the old Adam nature empowered by Satan is allowed to rule
unopposed by anything God has commanded. This is utter wickedness.
When the new creation in Christ Jesus is filling the human’s being then
God’s will is embraced with delight, and the very desires of the heart
are transformed. This is quite the opposite to the “do as thou wilt” of
Satanism.

2. THE LAW OF EXPEDIENCY.
Christians live in an imperfect world, and we need to follow freely the
law of expediency which can cut across our own personal liberty. We
have a responsibility to others who may be ignorant and have prejudice.
Their intolerance may lead them to be injured by our own freedom. We
might need to witness to someone who does not understand Christian
freedom, and we must yield to a restriction that is only adhered to
because of concern for the other person.

“See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise.”
Ephesians 5:15.

“All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all
things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the
power of any.” “All things are lawful for me, but all things are not
expedient: all things are lawful for me, but all things edify not.”

RIGHTEOUSNESS AS A GIFT FROM GOD.
We do not have any righteousness of our own, even AFTER we

are saved. God will produce righteousness in us as a gift if we fully
surrender to Him and allow Him to give us all the New Divine life of
Christ as our fullness, through the Holy Spirit. Only when we are truly
filled with the Spirit can we manifest the righteousness of God. Yes,
we can “change” after we are saved, reform ourselves and make our
families and pastors happy in our behaviour. But, we can never make
God pleased by anything but the pure Grace created in the fruit of the
Holy Spirit, the holiness of the Lord. The Divine standards for your
character and behaviour are Superhuman! This can only be accom-
plished by the supernatural power of the Holy Spirit! All else is still
“filthy rags.”

Many today have no idea whether they are actually filled with the
Holy Spirit or not. They assume they must be, but do not seek to be
made a totally empty vessel so that Christ can be made manifest through
them in His holiness and love. Christ cannot fill a vessel which is filled
with something else. The example can be that a jug cannot be filled
with milk if it is dirty. And a jug cannot be filled with milk if it already
has orange juice in it. So too the Holy Spirit cannot fill the vessel of
the human spirit if there is unconfessed sin there. And He cannot fill us
if we are already filled with our own “good” works, self-righteousness
and self-dependence. Many Christians may abandon sins that are “sin”
as far as they are concerned, but will not open themselves wide to the
light of God which shows them the depth of their own sin nature. And
most will not abandon their own “good” works; they will not leave their
own “righteousness” in order to be filled with the gift of righteousness
provided by God Himself. They do not believe that they are totally
corrupt in nature, although the Bible declares it to be so.

THE ONLY ISSUE.
Christians often realise that the only issue between the unsaved and
God is the receiving of Christ as Saviour. God is not calling the
unsaved to reform themselves, He is calling them to turn from sin and
accept salvation as a gift.

19Most Christians are law-bound and live depending on self. True
liberty in Christ is hardly taught today, and the ideas of the world have
mixed with the duty-bound law concepts of the churches until the
glory of the freedom we should have in Jesus Christ has been obliter-
ated. “Emancipation” is a wonderful word, and we believers have been
emancipated. What does it mean?
Release, liberation, free from prison, able to make choices, free will.
The word liberty can be made clear by this statement found in the
delightful book Grace by Sperry-Chafer:

“The state of being exempt from the dominion of others, or from
restricting circumstances.”
“Is it not imperative that the children of God should be placed
within the bounds of reasonable law? Absolutely No! The Chris-
tian’s liberty to do precisely as he or she chooses is as limitless
and perfect as any other aspect of grace. But God has provided
a sufficient safeguard which consists in the fact that the divine
ideal is first wrought in the heart: ‘For it is God which worketh in
you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.’

Philippians 2:13.” (Grace, p.250).
Your reasonable service to God is to present yourself a living

sacrifice unto Him, letting Him transform and renew you by the written
Word of God, and the Living Word Himself. To yield in everything to the
Lord to so work in you that your very desires and actions are the good
pleasure of your delightful Heavenly Father. To have your innermost
choices conformed to only what God wants, His will alone, is limitless
freedom. Nothing is like this on earth; mere humans can hardly imagine
such freedom. The “fruit of the Spirit” is the love of God shed abroad
in our hearts, all our desires decided upon by Him, as we freely choose
to “abide” or stay happily with Him.

“And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is
shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given
unto us.” Romans 5:5.

God wants to form your character anew in the new creation
order on the basis of only Holy Spirit Grace. He does not need you
trying harder or being restrained to keep laws. He does not need
impossible force being put upon you by a legalistic pastor to do this.
God will not suffer the intrusion of the flesh in any way in the Grace



11Likewise, there is only one issue between God and the fleshly or
carnal Christian. It is not - get yourself together, read the Bible more
and discipline yourself and I will help you get better in your Christian
walk. The only issue is:

“Yield yourselves unto God, as those who are alive from the
dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto
God.” Romans 6:13.

“The problem of improvement in the conduct of a Christian is
never solved by the application of laws, nor by exhorting and stimulat-
ing the flesh; it is only solved by adjustment to the Spirit. When Spirit-
filled, the child of God is both moved to glorify God in every moment
of life, and is enabled to realize that heavenly ideal.”

                                         (ibid. Sperry-Chafer, p.249).
A “carnal” or “fleshly” Christian is one who depends upon himself

to produce righteousness, as much as the Christian who drifts into
worldly behaviour is biblically “carnal.” We can only put on the outward
façade of Christianity, any way, when we strive to produce righteous-
ness apart from taking it as a gift from God. God only looks on the
heart, and what the actual character of the person is inside is all that
matters to the Lord. The Divine ideal must be wrought in the heart if we
are to be righteous before the Lord.

“For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his
good pleasure.” Philippians 2:13.

The New Testament term “the flesh” is often misunderstood. It
stands for the whole of what the natural human is, body, soul and spirit.
Within all of this, as an integral part of the whole, is the fallen human
nature -Sin. If we are to live in victory over “the flesh” we must do it
God’s way, not by human reasoning, even if that human reasoning has
been formed into doctrines of churches.

HOW IS THE SIN NATURE CONTROLLED?

How can I stop doing that which I do not want to do?
How can I move out of Romans chapter seven

into Romans chapter eight?
How does Romans chapter seven end?

18 “Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness
unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive
from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteous-
ness unto God.” Romans 6:13.

LIBERTY IN CHRIST.
The believer under Grace alone is in a special position before

God, with such privileges that the heart almost bursts as we understand
the biblical truths in regard to ourselves in Christ. We are under three
laws in the Grace dispensation - and these are not laws as such, they
are principles for our daily way of life. To understand these principles is
to learn the delights of Christian freedom.

Have you ever felt as though you could not bear
the bondage of the rules and restrictions

of some denomination or other?

Did you not feel in any way wrong before the Lord
because of your dislike of this bondage,

but rather vindicated before God in your heart?

As though Grace believers have the right to be led
by the Holy Spirit, not to be dictated to by mere men?

1. THE PERFECT LAW OF LIBERTY.
In the Grace dispensation the child of God born again by the

Holy Spirit is FREE. We have no laws that we must keep to be accept-
able to God, we do not have to be responsible to force upon our-
selves a manner of life we don’t really want and cannot maintain, by the
powerless energy of the flesh life. We already have eternal life in Christ
and are as free as we ever will be in Heaven. This is part of the riches
in Christ Jesus that are thrilling, and should make us respond with great
gratitude to our precious Saviour. God does not want us to lose sight
of this liberty of Grace in any way:

“Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us
free, and be not entangled again in the yoke of bondage.”

                   Galatians 5:1.



12 In VICTORY over the “civil war” between the old Adam nature and the
Spirit of God:

“For I delight in the law of God after the inward man: But I see
another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind,
and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my
members. O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from
the body of this death? I thank God through Jesus Christ
our Lord. So then with the mind I myself serve the law of God;
but with the flesh the law of sin.” Romans 7:22-25.

Onto Romans 8:
“There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in
Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me
free from the law of sin and death. For what the law could not
do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own
Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in
the flesh: That the r ighteousness of the law might be
fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the
Spirit.” Verses 1-4.

HOW IS THE SIN NATURE CONTROLLED?
The old Adam nature has been dealt with by the Cross of Calvary.
We must count upon that fact by believing and receiving.

Have you realised dear Christian that GOD
has all the answers about the sin nature?

The sin nature was brought to the death on Calvary, and the new
creation was begun right there, as Christ rose from the dead and
conquered death He conquered Sin as well. The sin nature is only
controlled by the Holy Spirit through the Cross; everything we have as
Christians comes from that sacrifice of the Lamb of God Who taketh
away the sin of the world.
Is it true that some Christians are “dead” to sin and others are not?

Not at all, for all Christians have been delivered from the power
of the old nature by the Cross of Calvary, we are indeed “dead” to sin,
every one. But, there are Christians who believe and receive the won-
drous blessing, and others who will not believe the Bible on this
matter. They let the sin nature have dominion over them claiming that

17of Christ; we will always abide in Him and He in us. If we only believe in
the abnormal Christian life that so many live around us, we will never
have victory or the glorious nearness of Christ Jesus.

Come out of the abnormal, be filled with Christ and
live the NORMAL Christian life with Jesus our Lord.

THE DOORWAY TO THE MYSTERY.
There is a “MYSTERY” in Scripture that is very profound indeed.

•  The mystery of the Indwelling Christ.
There are other mysteries that are intensely deep as well, including:
•  The mystery of the incarnation: 1Timothy 3:16; John 1:1, 14.
•  The mystery of iniquity: 2 Thessalonians 2:7-9.
•  The mystery of Israel’s blindness: Romans 11:25.
•  Mystery Babylon the Great: Revelation 17:3-5.
•  Mystery of the translation of the saints: 1 Corinthians 15:51.
•  Mystery of the Church as the Bride of Christ: Ephesians 5:25-32.
•  And also other “mysteries” in Scripture.

Christ Himself is the DOORWAY TO THE MYSTERY OF THE
INDWELLING CHRIST. This is not some interesting extra to the usual
Christian life lived by most sincere believers. It is not a take it or leave
it option that seems a bit difficult to grasp. This blessing from God is
much more astonishing than any science break-through - like finding
electro magnetic forces or splitting the atom. The experiential sanctifi-
cation by grace alone is a way God has devised for you, as a child of
God redeemed by the Blood, to fully enter into the new order of
creation that became yours when you accepted Christ as Saviour. This
is the way into something that no one can understand clearly, we have
to move with God on this one - to understand bit by bit. It is about a
superhuman life lived whilst we are still living on earth. It is lived
through you, not by you.

How far you go with God in surrendering to the indwelling Christ
depends on your own self, for God does not force or demand compli-
ance from the child under Grace:

“I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that
ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.” Romans 12:1.



13this is the allotted state of the saved person, that we all must be
overcome by sin in varying degrees until the day we die. This is not
godly or biblical; it is actually about falling from Grace!
Let me explain:

1. The majority of born again people are content enough to live
defeated, worldly lives.

2. They seek to be as “good” as they can every day, perhaps, but
let “respectable” sins like irritability, impatience, unkind words, argu-
mentative behaviour, peevishness, self pity, unloving
self-serving pride and so on run their course. They see this as evi-
dence that we need 1 John 1:9 all the time, every day.

3. They will try harder daily, keeping under the “flesh” or carnal
nature as best they can, and maintain “good” works like church going,
tithing, the outward appearance of piety and general rules and regula-
tions of the church they attend.

4. Because they will not believe the Bible on the subject of
sanctification by Grace alone, they are dishonouring the Lord Jesus
Christ, and living by law instead of victory by Grace. Therefore they
have in a sense “fallen” from grace. I do not mean they are lost in
regard to salvation, it means they have fallen from the concept of
Grace and God’s sufficient supply for their daily walk as a believer.
They will not believe in the triumph of the Cross.

If we will not have righteousness as a free gift from the indwell-
ing Christ, then for that actual provision Christ has died in vain! We
“frustrate the grace of God.”

“For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto
God. I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but
Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live
by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself
for me. I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness
come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.” Galatians 2:19-21.

Under Grace God provides everything the saved one requires, if
he will let the Lord do this! We are FREE PEOPLE , God will not
force us to simply receive humbly instead setting our teeth and strug-
gling. If God is allowed to work in us to bring us to desire and will all
the will of God, we will walk in victory over sin and have the closest of
fellowships with the Lord Jesus, and we will walk in constant reliance

16 have entered into covenant with Thee for Thy Holy Spirit to fill
me, and I believe Thou wilt fulfil it.’ Brethren, I say for myself, and
for every minister of the gospel, and for every fellow worker, man
or woman, that if we thus come before God with a full surrender,
in a bold, believing attitude, God’s promise must be fulfilled.”

I would add to the words of Murray
“It may be that you are not fully prepared” these thoughts:

We can never decide by yourself what sin is and what it is not, or
what pride is and what it is not. The Holy Spirit must be allowed to
humble you in truth, He must be permitted by yourself to reveal the
true state of your life, for many Christians have no idea what they are
really like, they live in darkness. Be open to walk in the light with God.
Genuine saved persons can be arrogant, contrary and filled with fight,
complaining and cold hearted - yet, consider themselves to be para-
gons of virtue. Don’t trust your heart to reveal sin.

ALL sin must be confessed and abandoned; ALL self-righteous-
ness and works must be denounced. ALL of Christ filling you through
the Holy Spirit and His righteousness alone must be received from
God. This is the only way to be blessed by all the fullness of the Lord
- saved from the power of sin. We need to walk a supernatural walk,
abiding in Christ in unbroken fellowship.

Many, many Christians want the joy of the Lord without actually
wanting the Lord Himself, Who is holy. They want to be as worldly as
they can be without disgracing themselves, to go on with their every
day sins (don’t other Christians do the same they reason), they want all
the pleasures of the old life of Adam - and yet still want Christ Jesus to
give them comfort, and want His love and blessing. This can never be,
ever. We must walk in the power of a supernatural life, as Jesus walked,
if we are to have the presence of Christ Jesus filling us with joy, peace
and victory.

Many saved people are bogged down with the outward activities
of Christianity, and have no desire for Jesus Christ Himself. They want
church attendance, Bible study, fellowship with other believers, and like
discussing doctrine. Yet they do not want the unbroken fellowship of
the Lord Jesus Christ and His abiding presence can be utterly unknown
to them. Unknown and unwanted.

If we say we want to walk like Christ, we will have the presence



14 upon the Holy Spirit. Refuse to do this, act as though you can be good
yourself, try harder to overcome sin, and you will fail again and again,
always. The only possible victory over sin for the Christian to experi-
ence is according to the Word of God, and God promises wonderful
things!

“Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of
righteousness.” Romans 6:18.
“And they that are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with the
affections and lusts. If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the
Spirit.” Galatians 5:24, 25.
“This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust
of the flesh.” Galatians 5:16.
“For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his
death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:
Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the
body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not
serve sin. For he that is dead is freed from sin.” Romans 6:5-7.

Take note of what God wants for you, of what you can receive
as a free gift. The love of God can be perfected in you, and God wants
you to walk in life even as Jesus Himself walked!

“But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God
perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he
abideth in him [Jesus Christ] ought himself also so to walk, even
as he walked.” 1 John 2:5, 6.

FOR THOSE WHO STILL WILL NOT BELIEVE.
There are those who read these words who will not believe the

truth from God’s Word. They insist that they have to sin continually,
and are “humble” about the fact. I heard of a pastor who said he would
have to locked up in jail before he could stop sinning during the
day,  he said how much he needed 1 John 1:9 continually.  He was
proud of his humility over this tragedy. Detractors say that Christians
who believe that God can save us from the power of sin, more person-
ally, that God does indeed save them from the power of sin are proud
and deceived. Beloved of God, sin is an abomination to God; those
who are redeemed yet not filled with the fullness of the life of Christ
are abnormal in God’s eyes. To keep on sinning when God has said we

15are delivered from its power, that we can walk fully in newness of life,
is unbelief of a grievous kind, totally degrading in the life of a re-
deemed one. Will you repent if this is your stance? Will you believe
God now?

I HAVE SOUGHT TO BE FILLED,
BUT HAVE NOT RECEIVED.

There are others who sincerely believe what the Bible says about
victory and the abundant life. They have passed out of that awful state
of mind where the glorious truths of the victorious life are accepted
only as doctrinal concepts, and have sought the experiential reality of
the indwelling Christ filling their being. However, they might say some-
thing like this if they were here beside me:

“I have come to God to be filled with the Spirit, I have
surrendered in every area of my life, abandoned myself to the
Lord, and I do not feel any different, there is no real change in
my condition. Why is this?
Wasn’t my surrender deep enough?
Have I kept back some sin, or not trusted enough? Why is this?”

I will here fall back upon Andrew Murray and his wisdom, for I
myself only know what has happened to me personally. I want with my
whole being to present before the children of God His delight in giving
to the uttermost, to deliver you from failure and bless you with daily
sanctification. How this will become experiential for you is up to the
Lord Himself.
Here is what Andrew Murray wrote so long ago:

“Retain the position you have taken before God, and maintain it
every day. Say, ‘Oh God, I have given myself to be filled, here I
am an empty vessel, trusting and expecting to be filled by Thee.’
Take that position every day and every hour. Ask God to write it
across your heart. Give up to God an empty, consecrated vessel
that He may fill it with the Holy Spirit. Take that position con-
stantly. It may be that you are not fully prepared. Ask God to
cleanse you; to give you grace to separate from everything sinful
- from unbelief or whatever hindrance there may be. Then take
your position before God and say, ‘My God, Thou art faithful; I
